A MESSAGE FROM THE OT

A message from the OT- Supporting Healthy Screen Time for Children

Screens are a big part of children’s lives today. Used well, they can support learning and connection.
Used too much, they can affect sleep, behaviour, attention, and development.

Why screen time matters- Children learn best through movement, play, social interaction, and
hands-on experiences. Too much screen time can:

reduce physical activity @
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é

affect sleep and mood
make it harder for children to manage emotions
limit opportunities to build social and motor skills
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Recommended screen time guide

® 2-5years: No more than 1 hour per day, less is better
® 5+ years: No more than 2 hours per day (not counting school activities)

Tips for managing screen time at home

e Set clear rules about when and where screens can be used. You could consider family rules
for things like the following:
o Where your child can use digital technology — for example, this might be only in
family rooms and not in bedrooms or the car.
o When your child can use digital technology — for example, mealtimes are free of TV,
computers and phones, or no screen use in the hour before bedtime.
e Helping your child transition from screen times
O  Giving a warning e.g. “5 more minutes and then its bath time”
Use timers or visual schedules so children know when screen time will end
Offer a bridge activity e.g. snack, puzzle, drawing, movement
Validate emotions e.g. “It’s hard to stop when it’s fun.”
Praise effort
o  Create screen-free times (for example: during meals and before bed)
Encourage a mix of other activities: outdoor play, creative play, reading, and family time
Be a role model

o Children develop healthy habits when they see you using digital technology in
healthy ways. You send powerful messages about digital technology by having
regular screen-free time and using screens in positive ways.

o When you’re with your child, focus on engaging with your child and minimise
distractions like your phone.

Content to avoid- Try to limit or avoid apps, games, TV shows, and videos that:

® encourage violence, poor behaviour, unhealthy eating, or gambling
e show children in sexualised or inappropriate ways
e are hard to stop or push children to keep watching or playing

Remember- The goal is balance, consistency, and connection. Small changes
can make a big difference over time.
