Please be advised that Tuesday, 24 March will be a Stop Work Day. Many 
teachers and school staff across Victoria will be taking part in a state-wide 
action in the city to ask the government for more support for schools.

At Wooranna Park:

ǒ The school will be open, but it will be a reduced learning day.
ǒ Families who wish to support educators may consider keeping their children at
home on this day.

We thank you for your continued support and appreciation of our work. All other days will be normal 
school days.

Why this is happening:
ǒ Staff at our school who are members of the Australian Education Union (AEU) have
been negotiating with the state government for better pay and working conditions for the last seven 
months.
ǒ Victorian public schools are currently the lowest funded in Australia, and there are significant staffing 
shortages.
ǒ Teachers, education support staff, and school leaders are paid less than colleagues in other states, despite 
doing the same work.
ǒ The AEU is asking for pay increases and reduced workloads to ensure schools can keep staff and continue 
providing high-quality education.

The decision to take industrial action is not taken lightly, and staff regret any inconvenience this may cause 
families. The government can avoid such action by offering fair pay and conditions.

We thank you for your continued support and appreciation of our work. We truly enjoy working with your 
children, and we value the opportunity to support their learning. We look forward to continuing this 
learning journey together.

WHOLE SCHOOL EXPECTATIONS
We are a very lucky community with both Carlton Road and 
Wondalga Avenue available for parking before and after 
school.

We hope you and your children are doing well and enjoying a positive start to the year. We are writing 

to inform you of an upcoming adjustment to our daily fees, effective 2nd March, 2026.

Like many early childhood services across Victoria, we continue to experience rising operational 

costs, including educator wages, learning resources, utilities, and compliance requirements. To 

maintain the high-quality education and care your children receive ð and to ensure we can continue 

attracting and retaining skilled educators ð a fee adjustment has become necessary.

What is changing

All fees have increased by a small margin of 4.2% - This is the first year we have had to increase our 

fees.

From2nd March, our new daily fees will be:

Å [After School Care]: $[37.51] per session (+$1.51)

Å This adjustment allows us to continue providing:

Å A safe, nurturing, and well-resourced learning environment

Å High-quality educators who are supported through fair wages and professional development

Å Programs that meet and exceed the National Quality Standards.

Our commitment to you

We understand that fee changes can impact family budgets, and we do not make these decisions 

lightly. We remain committed to transparency, quality, and open communication. If you have any
